1 We use a tiering system to determine where individual appliances are deployed across the country.
This helpsensure that we spread the workload across all appliances to provide reliable appliances and
get best bang for buck

o Tier one stations d new trucks go to the busier locations

o Tier two stations & trucks from tier one stations go to tier two stations (that are less busy) when
replaced

o Tier three stations 0 trucks from tier two stations go to tier three locations (least busy) and we
generally dispose of the old truck
